The majority of renovating homeowners (67%) reported that their master bedroom was last renovated more than
ten years ago (compared to only 39% for decorating). Only one in ten homeowners renovates within five years of
the last renovation, but master bedroom redecorating is far more frequent (29%). Non-master bedroom projects
are even more frequent.
