- Keep materials that burn easily away from lighted bulb.

CLEANING:

Use only soft cloth to dust and clean fixture. Never use

chemicals or abrasive cleaners as it may damage finish.

NOTE: We advise contacting a qualified electrician for installation.

WARNING: SHUT OFF THE POWER SUPPLY AT FUSE OR CIRCUIT BREAKER BOX.

MOUNTING THE FIXTURE Fig.1

1. Shut off the power supply at the fuse box or
circuit breaker box. Remove the old fixture,
including the universal mounting plate. UNIVERSAL

2 Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the MOUNTING PLATE

parts on a clear area. Take care not to lose any small e R
parts necessary for installation. OUTLET BOX :

3. Thread 2 mounting screws through the mounting
screw holes from the back of the universal mounting
plate.

4. Attach universal mounting plate to the outlet box
using 2 outlet box screws. The side of the universal
mounting plate marked “GND" must face out.

5. Attach the fixture body (D) onto the outlet box, install
the screws (A) through 2 holes of the body (D), and
tighten with 2 screws (A) into the mounting plate.

6. Install the light bulb (C) (not included) into the
socket (B). DO NOT EXCEED THE MAXMUM
WATTAGE RATING!

Important Safety Instruction
This portable lamp has a paolarized plug (one blade is wider than the other) as a safety feature to reduce the risk of the

electric shock. This plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the plug does not fit in the outlet, reverse the plug. If it
still does not fit, consult a qualified electrician. Never use an extension cord unless the plug can be fully inserted. Do not

alter the plug.

1-Year Limited Warranty

“Limited” Warranty Program

For a period of one (1) year after purchase, Hanover Products (“Manufacturer”) will either repair or replace defective components in
accordance with this Limited Warranty.

Sales and use taxes, plus shipping and handling charges are the responsibility of the consumer.

This warranty is between Manufacturer and the original purchaser and is valid only when accompanied by the original purchaser’s
sales receipt showing original date of purchase and location of purchase. Replacements under this warranty revert back to the date of
original purchase for future warranty.

Manufacturer or its authorized dealer can accept or reject warranty claims based on its findings. This warranty applies in normal
residential use only, where an issue with the product is due to a defect in material or workmanship. Manufacturer can make
substitutions as required of materials, components, and sub-components of comparable value and utility. This warranty is limited to
product repair or replacement (to be determined solely by Manufacturer). Warranty return is limited to only the single affected
component.
