Maintenance Guide

Please follow the cleaning material manufacturer’s instructions. Damage caused by improper

treatment will not be covered by product warranty. In addition, pay attention to the following points:

e Regular cleaning can prevent mineral build up on faucet spout.

e Carefully read the cleaner product label to ensure the cleaner is safe for use on the material.

e Test the cleaner on a small area before using on the entire surface.

e Use a mild detergent such as liquid dishwashing soap and warm water for cleaning.

e Do not use abrasive / harsh chemical when cleaning the fixture as they will damage and dull the
finish.

e When using spray cleaners, spray first onto a soft cloth or sponge. Never spray directly onto the
faucet as droplets can enter openings and gaps and cause damage.

e After cleaning, rinse thoroughly with clean water to remove any cleaner residue.
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Installation
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A. Shut off water supply at the valves.
Remove old faucet and clean the mounting
surface for installation of new faucet.

B. Place spout with flange through the center
mounting hole on the mounting surface.
Secure spout with C shaped rubber washer C
shaped metal washer and locking nut.

C. Insert the Tee connector to the center
spout hose until it click in place. Make sure
the hose is inserted fully until it lock in place.
There will be an audible click when the hoses
are connected properly.

D. Slide hot and cold water handle / valve
through mounting holes. Handles should
point outward in off position. Secure the
handles with the mounting nut. Hand tighten
the nut onto the valve.

E. Connect the 2 supply hoses to the Tee
connector. Make sure the hose is inserted
fully until it lock in place. There will be an
audible click when the hoses are connected

properly.
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G. Remove rubber washer and locking nut
from the drain assembly and slide the drain
into the sink. Install the rubber washer first
and tighten the locking nut to install the
drain.

H. Turn on water supply and remove the
aerator with a small coin or a flat head
screwdriver and let the water run for about
1 minute to clear any debris in the plumbing
system. Check for leaks at all connections.
Reinstall the aerator to complete the
installation.

(Note: Sediments or mineral buildup will
clog the aerator and decrease water flow.
It is recommended to clean the aerator
regularly to maintain proper water flow.

F. Apply Teflon (PTFE) tape on the shut off
valves. Thread the tape in counter-clockwise
direction. Use a wrench to tighten the hoses,
by 1/4 turn. Please do not overtighten the
connections.
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
