1. Lay the crosshead, pediment, or pilaster face down on a soft surface that will
not scratch/dent the medallion detail.

3. Place the crosshead, pediment, or pilaster to your desired installation surface. | -~
4. Align crosshead with the outer edges of the opening or pilasters. (Note: The —_— -
crosshead can be slightly larger than the opening as long as the overhang is

equal on both sides.)
5. Fasten using PL Premium Construction Adhesive and any necessary fasten-
ers.
6.  Use afinger or putty knife to smooth any excess adhesive.
7.  Use latex caulk to seal edges. Use a finger or putty knife to smooth caulk.
8. Touch up using a high quality latex paint.
