Top(A) upside down. Draw a horizontal lines
across the table bottom that is equidistant
from front to back of the table top.

Step 8: Place each T-Leg equidistant from
the Left and Right edges of the table top at
user’s desired distance.

Step 9: Attach T-Legs to Table Top(A) using 8 Screws(D) per T-Leg. Flip Table over when complete.
