{4) PREPARE THE FIXTURE

1. ¥ you are replacing an existing fixiure, disconnect and
remove the old fixture. Expose the supply wiring from the j-
box (1) and pass the wire through the designaled hole on
the back plate (9) .

2. Lay the un-assembled fixture on a soft surface and carefully
remove all the packing material.

3. Use the two supplied long screws (2) to mount the back
plate (9) to the J-box (1). Ensure that the small hole located
on the edge of the back plate (9) faces down or south, thus
aliowing potential water to drain downwards.

4. Connect the Black wire from the fixture to the Black supply
wire and the White fixture wire to the White supply wire,
fastén securely with supplied wire nuts (5) and secure wire
nuts (5) with UL listed electrical tape (not supplied).

5. Connect the ground' wire from the fixture to the electrical
supply ground wire and secure wire conneclions with
supplied wire nql {11), or aﬂach‘lhe ground wire directly to
the ground screw on'the univers‘al crossbar. Tuck all wires
carefully into the j-box (1).

6. Place the fixture canopy over the back plate (8), such that
the fixture (10) is flush against the wall. Secure with the
supplied short screws (6).

NOTE: This fixture has boen Certified, For Wat Location, and
is for outside épplications. Therefore to reduce the risk of
elactrical shock itis strongly recommended that a siticone
caulking be utilized to provide a watertight seal between the
fixture and its mounting surface.

7. Screw the A-19/60W bulb into the socket.
