Cleaning

•	 Mix 1/4 cup of soap or a mild detergent with 1 gallon of warm water. Using a soft-bristle brush, gently scrub the dirt and 
grime from the resin wicker.

•	 Spray with the garden hose or use a bucket of water to rinse all traces of soap residue from the furniture.
Wooden Surfaces
•	 Use a damp cloth to wipe down wooden surfaces and dry with a soft cloth.

•	 Do not exceed the weight capacity of the furniture.
•	 Do not sit, stand, or climb on the table.
•	 Inspect hardware often and tighten loose hardware before use.
•	 Do not put hot items on or near furniture.
•	 Keep furniture a safe distance from heat sources such as fire pits, patio heaters, and grills.
•	 Do not allow children to use this product without adult supervision.
