1.Remove preassembled flange
(1.1) from pop-up assembly (A).
Leave preassembled large black
washer (1.2) and nut (1.3) on
pop-up assembly (A).

4. Thread preassmbled locknut
(4.1) from underside of sink
until preassembled rubber wa-
sher (4.2) seats securely inside
opening of sink (4.3). Tighten
locknut securely by hand.

2.Add PTFE pipe tape (not included)
(2.1) to the threads on the pop-up
assembly (A). Add plumbers putty
(2.2) (not included) to the underside
of the drain flange (2.3) and press it
into the drain hole (2.4). Remove any
excess putty.Tighten the flange.

5. Place one end of spring clip (5.1)
removed in step 3 on end of ball
rod (B). Insert ball rod (B) across
and through hole in lift rod strap
(C). Secure other end.

3. Unscrew the preassembled nut (3.1) from
the pop-up assembly (A) and take off the
preassembled spring clip (3.2) from the ball
rod (B). (Please note: The preassembled
white packing ring (3.3) must remain on the
ball rod (B)). Place the nut (3.1)on the ball
rod (B). Insert the ball rod (B) into the side
hole of pop-up assembly (A). Silde the nut
(3.1) on and tighten securely.

6. Insert faucet lift rod (D) through faucet (F)
and into lift rod strap (C). Tighten preasse-
mbled thumbscrew (6.1). Connect pop-up
assembly (A) to drain (6.2) (not included).

1. Remove preassembled flange

2. Place flute washer onto drain body
and slide drain body down through
the drain opening from the top of the
sink.
