MOUNTING OPTIONS

Low-profile use(Figure1)

A 1/2-in.-deep pancake box is meant to be screwed to a
joist or block.It’s used if only one cable is coming into
the box.itis also available in a saddle-mount

Deep-profile use(Figure2)

A 2-1/4-in.deep box can be attached to blocking
between joists and is roomy enough to handle more
than one cable.

Brace use(Figure3)

Paired with a deep box,this hanger is meant to span
between tow joists and takes the place of wooden
blocking.

Fans Balance

Slide the balancing clip on the trailing edge
of any blade, halfway between the holder
and tip. Run the fan to check the wobble.

If the wobble persists, repeat with each
blade, noting which one most reduced

the wobble.

Slide the clip in small increments away
from the center of that blade. Move the
clip, operate the fan, then move it again
until you eliminate as much wobble as
possible.

Stick the adhesive-backed balancing weight
on the top center of the blade directly in

line with the balancing clip.Add more weight
if needed to get a smooth-running fan.

WARNING: Make sure the power is off before cleaning

o Because of the fan’s natural movement, some connections may become loose. Check the support connections,
brackets, and blade attachments twice a year. Make sure they are secure. It is not necessary to remove the fan

from the ceiling.

o Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over the years. Do not use water when cleaning,
as this could damage the motor, or the wood, or possibly cause an electrical shock. Use only a soft brush or lint-free
cloth to avoid scratching the finish. The plating is sealed with a lacquer to minimize discoloration or tarnishing.

o You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood for additional protection and enhanced beauty. Cover small
scratches with a light application of shoe polish.

o You do not need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently-lubricated sealed ball bearings.

Troubleshooting

The fan will not start.

O Check the main and branch circuit fuses or breakers.
[0 Check the line wire connections to the fan and switch wire connections in the switch housing.

The fan is noisy.

[0 Ensure all motor housing screws are snug.

O Ensure the screws that attach the fan blade bracket to the motor hub are tight.

[0 Ensure the wire nut connetions are not ratting against each other or the interior wall of the switch housing.

[0 Allow a 24—hour "breaking in" period. Most noises associated with a new fan disappear during this time.

[0 If you are using the Ceiling Fan light kit,ensure the screws securing the glassware are tight.Check that the light
O bulbs are also secure.

[0 Ensure the canopy is a short distance from the ceiling. It should not touch the ceiling.

[0 Ensure your outlet box is secure and rubber isolator pads wereused between the mounting plate and outlet box.
