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Assembly Procedures:

Step 1: Assemble the chair on a flat, soft surface such as a

carpet or cloth to prevent scratching the finish. Loosely attach
the left arm (P2) and the right arm (P3) to the chair back (P1)
as shown below.

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Step 2. Loosely attach the seat frame with panel (P4) to the left arm (P2), the right arm (P3) and the chair
back (P1) as shown below.

Step 3.

a.  Securely tighten all bolts with Allen wrench(H4 & H8), turn the assembled chair to an upright position,
make sure the chair is level, aligned properly.

b.  Put the seat cushion (P5) on the seat frame with panel (P4).

c. Attach wooden plugs (H9) to each exposed bolt holes, tighten with rubber hammer to knock the
wooden plug till its tighten. Note: use a soft cloth between the wooden plug and hammer to prevent
damage to wooden plug finish.

d. Assembly is complete. Failure to follow these instructions may cause the bolts to misalign
during assembly.
