. When replacing bulbs, you should turn off or unplug the lamp and you must wait until it is cool as bulbs get hot
quickly.

1. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and accessories are
included as shown in the above illustration.

2. Turn off power

3 » Unscrew ball knobs (H) from canopy (E) then gently
remove mounting plate (A).
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4 » 1) To adjust the hanging height of the fixture:

e Press down and hold lock nuts (F) by hand.

e Pull or push steel wires (I) in and out of canopy (E)
to increase or decrease the hanging height.

2) To adjust the length of cable (J):

e Use Allen wrench (O) to unscrew the screw in one\
of strain relief (G) as shown in the illustration.

e Carefully pull and push cable (J), then tighten the
screw till snug.

5 » Carefully pass supply wires through mounting plate (A).

Secure mounting plate (A) to the outlet box with
mounting screws (D).
