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A) FEET INSTALLATION

Step 1

1. Lay a towel, blanket, or carboard over the floor.

2. Lay the bathtub on the covering to protect it from scratches.

3. Take off the plastic covers of screws and unscrew nuts and washers from the tub (these are
pre-assembled on the tub).

4. Follow the diagram below and install the crossbar onto the bottom of your bathtub. Do not
tighten yet as adjustments may be necessary later.

Step 2

1. See Picture . Position the feet to the corner of the tub, and make sure the feet fit snuggly
against the tub's shell (there is no significant gap between tub and feet, the bar needs to be
adjusted to achieve a good fit).

2. See Picture . Once the feet have been adjusted to a good position, tighten the screws on
the crossbar. Then use the screw to set the feet on the bar. Make sure the feet are firmly
secured to prevent movement.

3. Check if the ground is flat or not by using a lever. If the floor is not flat, use the adjustable
wrench to unscrew the nut on the feet, adjust the feet to a proper height, and then tighten the
nut. See Picture

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B) OVERFLOW PLATE INSTALLATION

Note: The tub is pre-built with internal overflow.

Installation steps:
1. Insert the metal bar [Part 1] into the overflow hole. See Figures 1 and 2.

2. Thread the screw through the metal bar and the overflow plate behind it. Tighten the screw.
See Figures 3 and 4.

3. Install the overflow cover onto the bar and lock it in. See Figures 5 and 6.

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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

1. To preserve the polished surface, after using your tub, clean with soft cloth and warm
soapy water to wash away any body oils or soap residue that forms a ring tide mark.

2. Do not use powders, pastes, creme cleaners, thinners, window cleaning sprays or dry
cleaning liquid, etc to clean the tub.

3. For overflow plate and pop up drain, we do NOT recommend you use any household
cleaners to clean the product. Aggressive chemicals can damage the finish and function of
this product. The product should only be cleaned with soapy water and rinsed with clean
water and dried with a soft cloth.

4. When coloured essentials oils are used, first test that the colour won't stain your tub.
Always add oils into a tub full of water. Never pour them into an empty tub.
