PARTS IN THE BOX

Read over these instructions thoroughly before beginning installation. Make sure that you have all

tools and supplies needed to complete the installation.
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INSTALLATION

Screw the spout shank into the spout and
tighten. Insert it through the center hole of the
mounting surface. Install the mounting gasket
and nut onto the shank in order, ensuring the
spout is properly aligned and secure. Place the
tee gasket into the tee and connect it to the
spout shank.

Remove the decorative seats and place them
over the basin holes. Connect the control
bodies to the decorative seats from underneath
and tighten. Finally, install and tighten the
handles.

Connect one end of the inlet hose to the handle

valve body, and the other end to the tee.

Connect one end of the larger hoses to the
bottom inlets of the hot and cold handle valve
bodies, and the other ends to the
corresponding hot and cold shutoff valves as
shown above.
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Disassemble the drain from the bottom and
remove all components as shown.

Insert the drain into the basin hole, then from
underneath, attach the rubber gasket, washer,
and brass sleeve. Tighten the sleeve by turning
it right, but do not over-tighten.




WARRANTY

Parts and Finish:

All parts (excluding electronic parts and
batteries) and finishes of CRANACH products
purchased from authorized CRANACH sellers
are warranted to the original consumer
purchaser to be free from defects in material
and workmanship for as long as the original
consumer purchaser owns the home in which
the faucet(s) are installed.
