3. Insert camlocks (B) into top panel @ , medium crossbar@ and bottom panel @
4. Connect top panel @ to upper crossbar @ , medium shelf to medium crossbar ,
and bottom panel @ to bottom crossbar , as shown by gently tightening camlocks.
