Please follow the cleaning material manufacturer’s instructions. Damage caused by improper treatment will

« Do not use abrasive / harsh chemical when cleaning the fixture as they will damage and dull the finish.

«  After cleaning, rinse thoroughly with clean water to remove any cleaner residue.

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A. Shut off water supply at the valves.
Remove old faucet and clean the
mounting surface for installation of new
faucet.

B. First place the new faucet through
flange on the mounting surface. The
faucet hole should be 1 3/8" in diameter
on the mounting surface.

D1. Apply Teflon (PTFE) tape on the
shut off valves. Thread the tape in
counter-clockwise direction.

F. Remove aerator from the spout and
let the water run for about 1 minute to

clear any debris in the plumbing system.
