extension cord unless plug can be fully inserted. Do not alter the plug.

Remove the lamp from the box and make sure that no parts are missing by referencing the illustrations on the installation
instructions. To make sure to assemble from base up, otherwise it may break the

1. Fasten LAMP BODY (2 )onto BASE (1)

—— SHADE
2. Fasten SOCKET ASSEMBLY ( 3 ) onto LAMP BODY (2)

3. Place HARP( 5) onto SADDLE (4).

4. Put SHADE ( 6 ) onto HARP ( 5 ) and tighten with

FINIAL (7). SADDLE
7. Screw a light bulb into the lamp socket and make sure
it does not exceed the maximum wattage specified on

the lamp wattage rating label, MAXIMUM 150 WATT

SOCKET ASSEMBLY

This 3-way socket is only suited for 3-way bulb, LAWP BODY
Please do not install normal single-filament bulb
into this socket. Otherwise, it may cause short
circuit or bulb exploded.
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
