ASSEMBLY

¢ Be sure the electricity to the system you are working on is turned off;
either the fuse removed or the circuit breaker set at off.

e Use of other manufacturers components will void warranty, listing and
create a potential safety hazard.

e If you are unclear as to how to proceed, contact a qualified electrician.
¢ You don’t need special tools to install this fixture.

e Be sure to follow the steps in the order given.

¢ Read instructions carefully

¢ In order for this lighting fixture to operate properly the buildings
electrical system must be grounded.

e Save these instructions.

NOTE: Because of the size of this fixture, we recommend two
people to install this fixture.

STEP 1:

Remove center cover (B) by squeezing cover together and pulling out
of tabs (C).

STEP 2:

*NOTE: When parallel wire is used, the tracer wire is square shaped
or ridged, and the less tracer wire is round in shape or smooth. (Seen
best when viewed from wire end.) To separate wires, grasp the ends
of each wire and pull apart.

B. Take your fixture wire(s) from group A and place evenly against
the black wire from the outlet box. DO NOT twist wires together
before using wire connectors.

C. Fit a wire connector (not supplied) over the wires and thread the
connector clockwise until you feel a firm resistance.

D. Gently try to remove the wires from the connector. If you can
remove the wires, carefully re-do steps B and C, as above and
check again for a firm connection.

E. Connect the fixture wire from group B to the white wire from the
outlet box in the same manner.
