Remove rust and refinish with a suitable high-temperature 
paint; carefully follow the paint manufacturer instructions and ensure the paint is completely dry before using the unit again.

Ashes 
can remain hot long after a fire dies down. If you feel heat when your hand is close to the metal or the ashes, the unit is too hot to 
clean.
