How to Use the Ratchet Tool (M)

1. Before assembling the furniture, please adjust the lock as needed.

Lock on the left
to tighten bolts!

Lock on the right
to loosen bolts!

2. Tighten or loosen bolts.

e Tighten bolts: Locate the turncap and rotate it clockwise to
screw the bolt quickly until it cannot be rotated any more. Then
start rotating the handle clockwise to finalize tightening the bolt.

e Loosen bolts: Rotate the handle counterclockwise to loosen the
bolt. Then continue rotating the turncap in the same direction to
remove the bolt completely.




1 Attach the Headboard Leg (A) to the Headboard (B), insert the Bolt (J),
turn the Ratchet Tool (M) to tighten them.

2 Attach the Front Rail Section (D), Rear Rail Section (E) and Center
Support Bar (G), insert the Bolt (J), Bolt (K) and Nut (L), turn the Ratchet
Tool (M) and Wrench (N) to tighten them.

& s Attach the Support Leg (F) to Center Support Bar (G), and then insert the
Bolt (J), turn the Ratchet Tool (M) to tighten them. After the assembly, flip
them over.




4 Attach the assembled metal frame to the Headboard Leg (A), Headboard
(B) and Footboard (C), insert the Bolt (J), turn the Ratchet Tool (M) to

-

tighten them.
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(H) into the correct place.

Insert the Slat Connector () to the both sides of Slat (H), press the Slat
