IMPORTANT

+ Fixture includes pendants installed in canopy at pre-set lengths.

«+ Standard 8’ total of field-adjustable cable is included with each pendant (unless otherwise specified); no cutting or splicing required
should adjustments need to be made in the field.

+ Appropriate number of joiners and spacers included to complete configuration installation.

+ Individual canopies with pendants can weigh as much as 50 pounds. Canopies and system must be mounted to rigid ceiling material
(e.g., sheet rock, fire-rated plywood or similar) that can support system weight and accept drywall anchors, expandable fasteners or
similar structural fasteners.

GENERAL

« Read all instructions carefully for safe operation and installation.
« All electrical connections must be in accordance with local and national electrical code (N.E.C) standards.

« Remove the fixture and the mounting package from the box and make sure that no parts are missing by referencing the illustrations on the
installation instruction. Please contact Blackjack if any parts are missing or damaged.

« This product is suitable for damp locations.

INSTALLATION

Preparation

1. Carefully remove the fixture from its box, and carefully unpack the bundled wire packages. Be careful not to bend or kink wires when unpacking.
Remove the additional package with decorative light guides (14). Remove the ceiling plate (7) from the canopy cover (8) by loosening the four
decorative finials (9).

Mounting

2. This fixture must be mounted into a rigid ceiling material (sheet rock, fire rated plywood or similar) that can support the weight of the fixture and
accept drywall anchors, expandable fasteners or similar structural fasteners (by others).

3. Place the ceiling plate (7) over the junction box. It is recommended to start over a junction box. For a custom made modular assembly, each fixture
has an orientation and a specific location for installation. During installation, align all the orientation arrows located on the inside of the custom
fixtures, to face the same direction. Drill eight support holes in the ceiling material using an appropriately sized drill bit. Insert ceiling anchors
(by others) into the holes. First screw the anchor screws halfway into the ceiling anchors; when the ceiling plate (7) is properly aligned in the
installation, fully tighten all anchor screws. (see figure 5)

4. Pull the supply wires (2 & 3) and the house ground wire (4) out of the junction box (1) and thread them through the large center hole in ceiling
plate (7). If this fixture will be attached to a 0-10V dimmer (optional), also pull the two 0-10V dimming wires through the large center hole.

Install Spacers and Joiners

5. For runs that will use fixture spacers (23) and joiner kit(s) (21), first install the female side of the spacers (23) into fixture 1s ceiling plate (7). Thread
the male screws (24) through the spacer holes from inside of the ceiling plate (7) housing. Tighten them securely into the spacers (23) to secure.
(See Figure 1)

6. Push out large center knock-out (32) from first ceiling plate’s (7) mating side. Remove the knurled ring (22) from either side of the joiner (21) and
insert one end of threaded tube into the knock-out opening. Re-tighten the knurled ring (22) on one side. (See Figure 1)

a. To mount the second fixture, push out large center knock-out (32) from second ceiling plate. Install the second ceiling plate into the side with
the fixture spacers and joiner kit. Insert fixture until it is securely aligned by the threaded rods of fixture spacers. Mark and drill eight support
holes using the appropriately sized drill bit into a rigid ceiling material. Insert ceiling anchors (by others) into the holes. First screw the
anchor screws halfway into the ceiling anchors; when properly aligned with the joining ceiling plate (7), fully tighten all anchor screws (16)
(see figure 5). Place knurled ring (22) over the end of the joiner bracket (21), and place the hex nuts (25) over exposed thread on the fixture
spacers (23), and tighten. Feed the three conductor 36” extension wire (26) and (Optional) Purple and Grey 36” extension wires (27) through
joiner tube (21) into the second fixture. (See Figures 1 and 3)

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b. Foradditional connected modules in this first row repeat the procedure above.
Note: It is recommended to start with a fixture located at a junction box) and complete a single row. Ensure orientation is correctly squared
before proceeding to the next row.

c. Foradditional rows of fixtures use spacer kits (23-25) to correctly space fixtures apart from one another. Install spacers (23) with the male
threaded side pointing toward the first row, and leaving the female side of the spacer to face the newly installed row (See Figure 2).
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Electrical Connections

7. Remove the female three conductor connector (28) from the male connector(29) attached to driver (17). Attach this female three conductor
connector (28) to the input supply/ ground wires. Attach the black supply wire (3) to one of the two black poke-in terminals in the back of the
connector (28). Attach the black wire from the 36" three conductor extension wire (26) to the other black poke-in terminal. Attach the white supply
wire (2) to one of the two white poke-in terminals in the back of the connector (28). Attach the white wire from the 36” three conductor extension
wire (26) to the other white poke-in terminal. Attach the house ground wire (4) to one of the two red poke-in terminals in the back of the connector
(28). Attach the green ground wire from the 36" three conductor extension wire (26) to the other red poke-in terminal. (See Figures 3 and 4).

8. If this fixture will be attached to an optional 0-10V dimmer: Remove the female two conductor connector (30) from the male connector (31)
attached to driver (17). Attach this female two conductor connector (30) to the dimming input wires. Attach the purple (or “+" /positive) dimming
input wire to one of the white poke-in terminals on the back of the two-conductor connector (30). Attach the Purple 36” extension wire (27) to the
other white poke-in terminal. Attach the gray (or “-“/negative) dimming input wire to one of the black poke-in terminals on the back of the two
conductor connector (30). Attach the Grey 36” extension wire (27) to the other black poke-in terminal. (See Figures 3 and 4)

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Final Assembly
9. Assemble light guides (13 & 14) if they are not already assembled. Cord lengths should already be pre-configured.
10. Suspend the front canopy cover (8) from ceiling plate (7) by attaching three support loops (11) to their mating hooks (10).

11. Connect the three-conductor power connector (31) from the driver (17) to the mating connector (30) attached to ceiling plate (7). Connect
the two-conductor dimming connector (29) from the driver (17) to the mating connector (28) attached to the ceiling plate (7). (optional)
(See Figure 4)

12. Make sure all wires are carefully placed inside canopy cover (8) and make sure all of the orientation arrows are aligned . Secure the canopy cover
(8) to the ceiling plate (7) by aligning the holes in the canopy cover with the outward screws (33), then tighten the four decorative finials (9) onto
the outward screws (20). Once the canopy is in place, fine tune the wire lengths longer or shorter to get each light guide adjusted to its preferred
length by pushing in the end barrel of the gripper (12) (Figure 4).

Fine Tuning

Once the length of each wire has been established, any remaining bends
or kinks in the wire can be straightened by bending out the kinks by
hand while heating the cord with the warm air from a hair dryer or heat
gun. Or contact BlackJack Lighting for a handheld wire straightener.
