Assembly Procedures:

Step 1: Assemble the table on a flat, soft surface such as a carpet or cloth to prevent scratching the finish.
Attach the support panels (P2) together as shown below.

(H1)x12 Bolts #1/4"x 1-1/2"L
(H2)x12 Lock Washers 1/4" S}
(H3)x12 Flat Washers ~ 1/4"
(H4)x1 Allen Wrench  1/4"

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Step 2. Attach the assembled support panels (P2) to the bottom of top panel (P1) as shown below.

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Step 3. Securely tighten all bolts with Allen wrench(H4), turn the assembled table to an upright position.

Leveler adjustment: Levelers are pre-installed on the bottom of support panels. Adjust as needed
to make sure the table is leveled. Failure to follow these instructions may cause the bolts to
misalign during assembly.
