2. All electrical connections must be in accordance with local codes, ordinances, or the National
Electrical Code, if you're unfamiliar with methods of mstallmg electrical wiring, secure the
services of a qualified licensed electrician.

‘3. These fixtures are intended to be mounted outdoor toa wooden or metal post. The post must be
- secured into and directly supported by the ground.
4. Before starting the installation, disconnect the power by turning off the circuit breaker or by

removing the fuse at the fuse box. Turning the power off using the light switch is not sufficient to -
- prevent electrical shock.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

To Make Electrical Connections:

“Connect the white wire(s) from the fixture to the white wire of the supply circuit.Connect the "
black wire(s) from the fixture to the black wire of the supply circuit.Attach the grounding wire (green

or bare copper) from the supply circuit with the green grounding wire attached to the fixture. Use U.L

l.isted wire connectors suitable for the size,type and number of conductors. No loose strands orloose -
| _connectlons should be present. Secure wire connectors with U.L. Listed electrical tape.

FINAL ASSEMBLY

Spread the electrlcal splices so that the black wires are on one side and the whlte wires are on the
other side.

2. Place and mount the fixture to the post and secure with screws. Three holes are located on the post
fitter for securing the lantern to the post.

‘3. Remove the decorative top enclosure to install the light bulb(s)

. CAUTION: refer to the relamplng marking located near the lamp holder or on packmg box for
recommended maxlmum wattage-do not exceed recommended wattage.(Light bulb not prowded)
4. Replace the:decorative top enclosure and secure with the screws provided.

5. Outdoor fixtures must be caulked around the post wnth RTV Slhcones caulking to reduce the
" chance water intruding into the splicing area.
