Disconnect fixture from power source before replacing bulbs. Make sure bulbs are given sufficient time to cool before removal.
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A. Carefully fit the Post Fitter over the
end of the Post (not supplied), making
sure the Post Fitter is fully seated.

B. Mark the drill point for the (3)
Mounting Screws, using (3) Mounting

locations, remove fixture from post

and drill 1/16” pilot holes for screws.
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STEP 4 - Wire Connections

A. Use standard wire connectors (not included) to make all wire
connections. (Connectors are not included with fixture.) Twist
connectors until wires are tightly joined together. Wrap each
connection with approved electrical tape and carefully stuff all the

connected wires into the Outlet Box.

STEP 5 - Attach Fixture Body

to Post

A. Coatthetop 1” of the Post

with Clear Silicone Caulk (not
supplied) and position the
Post Fitter onto the Post. Be
sure to seat it completely,
aligning the holes in the Fitter
with the 1/16” Pilot Holes
drilled into the Post.

. Secure the Fixture to Post

with (3) Mounting Screws (A).

Your fixture is now
assembled and ready to use.
