3” Fitter Mount

* Begin by attaching the Fitter () to the fixture (B). Secure the
fitter (C) by twisting it clockwise.

* Place part (C) on your existing 3” pole and secure with the
provided set screws.

* Be sure to not overtighten the screws.

Pier (Flat) Mount

Maintenance

Clean the solar panels regularly with a damp towel to guarantee optimum performance. Do not
use any type of solvent for cleaning and be careful not to put too much pressure on the solar
panels while cleaning.

Troubleshooting

If your solar light does not come on as expected despite observance of all the instructions,
please try the following steps:

1. Make sure that the solar lamp is not being affected by any other light source.
2. Ensure the solar lamp is not positioned in the shade during the day.
3. Check that the batteries are installed correctly.

NOTE: The performance of the solar lamp will vary with the time of year. It will last longer
when it has had a full day in the sun rather than a day in overcast weather.
