2. Attach the column (A) to the fixture body (B) by turning it
clockwise until tight.

3. Place the two glass plates (F) (smooth side will be on the
bottom) over the fixture body (B) aligning the pipe nipple,
attach the washer (E) and lock securely with the nut (C).

7. Gently raise the glass shade (J) to bottom of the resin ring (1),
aligning hole with the nipple (H) and screw it with the brass
nut (K).
