1. Thread two fixture mounting screws 
    through the mounting strap, and then 
    secure with two lock nuts. Adjust the 
    length of the fixture mounting screws 
    if necessary.

2. Attach the mounting strap to the outlet 
    box by using two mounting screws.

3. Measure the desired length of the 
    cord (A) from the canopy cover 
    assembly to the top side of the fixture 
    and leave an additional 9" of cord (B) 
    above the canopy cover assembly 
    (include the canopy). Then cut off the 
    unnecessary cord. (See Figure.1)

4. Adjust strain relief at 9" position from 
    the top of the cord.

5. Mark the 3" of cord (C) from the top of 
    the cord (B). Use a knife to peel off the 
    insulation of the cord (C) carefully to 
    expose the 3 wires on the inside. 
    (See Figure 1)
    CAUTION: Too deep cutting may 
    damage the insulation layer of the three 
    wires inside.

6. Peel off the 3 wires from the top about 3/8" long(D) to expose
    the copper for wiring.

7. Connecting the wires with wire connectors as follows:

Canopy Cover Assembly

    ---Connect the black wire from the fixture to the black wire from the power source.
    ---Connect the white wire from the fixture to the white wire from the power source.
    ---Attach the fixture ground wire (usually green insulation or bare wire) to the mounting plate with the green ground 
       screw. Then connect it to the house ground wire with the wire Connector.

8. Attach the canopy cover assembly to the mounting strap by inserting the fixture mounting screws, and then secure it 
    with two ball nuts.

9. Pull the cord ( A ) down slightly until the strain relief touches the canopy.
    Note: Adjusting the length of cord you need.

10. Install 1 x 60W max medium base vintage bulb (included) to the socket.

11. Unscrew three set screws from the glass holder. Hold the socket into the glass shade, thread the three set screws 
      through each holes of glass shades, and then secure them into the glass holder.

Wire Connector (K)

1. Thread two headless screws through the mounting plate, and then 
    secure them with four lock nuts (two on each side of the mounting 
    plate). Adjust the length of the headless screws if necessary.
    Note: Make sure that the headless screws are lined up 
    horizontally to make the fixture level.

2. Attach mounting plate to the outlet box using two mounting screws.

3. Connecting the wires with wire connectors as follows:
    ---Connect the black wire from the fixture to the black wire
        from the power source.
    ---Connect the white wire from the fixture to the white wire
        from the power source.
    ---Attach the fixture ground wire (usually green insulation
       or bare wire) to the mounting plate with the green
       ground screw. Then connect it to the house ground wire
       with the wire Connector.

Turn on the power at fuse or circuit box

4. Attach the canopy cover assembly to the mounting plate by inserting the headless screws, and then secure it with two 
    ball nuts.

5. Reel out the cord carefully from the main fixture to decrease or increase the length of cord.

6. Install 1 x 60W max medium base vintage bulb (included) to the socket.

9. Unscrew three set screws from the glass holder. Hold the socket into the glass shade, thread the three set screws through 
    each holes of glass shades, and then secure them into the glass holder.
