STAINLESS STEEL BAFFLE FILTERS

About Your New Filters

Stainless Steel Baffle Filters do not need linings or mesh inside of
the filters and are completely constructed out of stainless steel.
The stainless steel construction allows them to be used again
after being cleaned or going through the dishwasher.

How do Baffle Filters Work?
They function by forcing the grease filled air to quickly and
continuously change direction as it passes through the filter. The

grease is unable to change direction as fast as the air carrying
them, they end up getting caught on the metal blades and then
trapped into the filter tray.These filters are both efficient and
require less maintenance.

Installation work and electrical wiring must be done by a
qualified professional(s) in accordance with all applicable
codes, standards, and fire-rated constructions.

Do not operate any fans with a damaged cord or plug.
Discard the fan or return to an authorized service

facility for further examination and/or repair.

To prevent back draft, sufficient air is needed for

proper combustion. Gas from fuel burning equipment
needs to exhaust through the flue (chimney). Follow the
heating equipment manufacturer's guideline and safety
standards such as those published by the National Fire
Protection Association (NFPA), the American Society

for Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning

Engineers (ASHRAE), and the local code authorities.
When cutting or drilling into walls or ceilings; be aware of
electrical wires, piping, and other utilities.

Ducted fans must always be vented outdoors.
CAUTION: For general ventilation use only. Do not use
to exhaust hazardous or explosive materials and vapors.
CAUTION: To reduce the risk of fire and to properly
exhaust air, be sure to duct air outside - DO NOT vent
exhaust air into attics, crawl spaces, garages, or within
walls and ceilings.

Never leave surface units unattended at high settings.

Clean ventilation fans frequently. Grease should not be
allowed to accumulate on fan or filter.

Use proper pan size. Always use cookware
appropriate for the size of the surface element.

LOCATION REQUIREMENTS

IMPORTANT: Please observe all governing codes and ordinances. It is
recommended that a qualified technician install the range hood. It is the
installer's responsibility to comply with installation clearances specified
on the model / product rating label.

Range hood's location should be away from strong draft areas such as;
windows, doors and strong heating vents.

Cabinet opening dimensions that are shown must be used. Given
dimensions provide minimum clearance.

VENTILATION REQUIREMENTS

m Range hoods must be ventilated to the
outdoors, except for non-vented
(recirculating) installations.

Part CFK1-TM is required (Sold Separately).

m Do not ventilate the range hood into an
attic or other enclosed areas.

m Do not use 4" (10.2 cm) laundry-type wall
caps.

m The length of the range hood and the
number of elbows should be kept to a
minimum to provide maximum performance.

For the most efficient and
quiet operation

m Use no more than three 90° elbows.

m Make sure there is @ minimum of 24" (61
cm) of straight duct between the elbows if
more than one elbow is used.

m Do not install two elbows together.

m Use clamps to seal all joints in the vent
system.

m The vent system must have a damper. If
the roof or wall cap has a damper, do not
use the damper supplied with the range
hood.

m Use caulking to seal exterior walls or roof
openings around the cap.

m The size of the vents should be uniform.

Cold Weather Installations

An additional back draft damper should be
installed to minimize backward cold air flow.
A thermal break should be installed to
minimize conduction of outside temper-
atures as part of the vent system. The
damper should be on the cold air side of the
thermal break.

The break should be as close as possible to
where the vent system enters the heated
portion of the house.

Makeup Air

Local building codes may require the use of
makeup air systems, when using ventilation
systems greater than specified CFM of air
movement. The specified CFM varies from
state to state. Consult your HVAC
professional for specific requirements in
your area.

Venting Method

This range hood is factory set for through
the roof or wall.

A 6" (15.2 cm) round vent system is needed
for installation. The hood exhaust opening is
6" (15.2 cm) round.

To vent through a wall, a 90° elbow is
needed.

If exhaust ducting with a diameter of less
than 5.91” (150 mm) or if flat ducting is used,
the noise level of the range hood will
increase and extraction will be less efficient.

Rear Venting

A 90° elbow may be installed immediately
above the hood.

For Ductless (Recirculating)

Installations

If it is not possible to vent cooking fumes
and vapors to the outside, the hood can be
used in the non-vented (recirculating)
version, fitting a carbon filter at the motor.
Fumes and vapors are then recycled
through the top grille. DO NOT block the
chimney vent holes. See Page 16 for
ductless conversion instructions.

u It is recommended that the vent system be installed before the range hood is installed.

» Before making cutouts, make sure there is proper clearance within the ceiling for exhaust vent.

= Range hood is to be installed 24" (61.0 cm) min. for electric cooking surfaces, 27" (68.6 cm) min. for gas
cooking surfaces, to a suggested maximum of 36" (91.4 cm) above the cooking surface.

» Remove film from metal surfaces as needed prior to assembly.

» Check your ceiling height and the range hood height maximum before you install your hood.

1. Disconnect power.

2. Determine which venting method to use: roof or non-vented.

Range Hood Mounting Screws Installation

1. Determine and mark the centerline on the ceiling where the range hood will be installed, considering the
requirements for ceiling support structures. See the “Location Requirements” section. Make sure the range
hood is centered over the cooking surface.

2. Use a pencil to mark the mounting screws, wire access and duct hole locations on the ceiling.

NOTE: Mounting holes location should be into a ceiling support structure capable of holding 80 Ibs (36.6 kg).

3. Drill 4-3/16" (4.8 mm) pilot holes for mounting the upper horizontal support.

COMPLETE PREPARATION

1. Determine the required location for the home power supply cable and drill a %2" (1.3 cm) diameter

hole for wire access.

2. Run %" (1.3 cm) conduit and wires or home power supply cable according to the National Electrical
Code or CSA Standards and local codes and ordinances. There must be enough 4" conduit and
wires or home power supply cable from the fused disconnect (or circuit breaker) box to make the
connection in the hood’s electrical terminal box.

3. For vented installations only: Using a jigsaw or keyhole saw, cut a 62" (16.5 cm) diameter hole

for the vent duct.

5. Lift the main body (G/H) of the range hood onto the support frames (D/E)
and fix into position using [16] M5 screws.

IMPORTANT: This stage of the installation process
MUST be completed by two people.

4 \The screws MUST be securely tightened.

Use the S hook to keep the lower chimney in place by
attaching it to the support frame for this step.

6. If you are going to be using the hood in extraction mode (ducted), you should
attach the ducting hose to the ceiling.

The electrical connection must correspond to the electrical requirements noted
on the rating plate which is inside the range hood. The appliance should now be

connected to the power supply.

Check that the appliance is operating correctly by selecting each speed and
switching the lights on and off.

Remove the hanging hook and slide the lower chimney section down until it rests
against the main body of the range hood.

Use a stainless steel cleaner to clean your hood after successful installation.

CLEANING

IMPORTANT: Clean the hood and grease filters frequently according to the following instructions.

Replace panel filters before operating hood.

Exterior Surfaces

To avoid damage to the exterior surface, do not use steel wool or soap-filled scouring pads.

Always wipe dry to avoid water marks.

Cleaning Method

Use liquid detergent soap and water, or all-purpose cleanser.

Wipe with damp soft cloth or non-abrasive sponge, then rinse with clean water and wipe dry.

Reinstall the filter by making sure the spring release handles are toward the front. Insert aluminum

filter into upper track.
