- Go to the main fuse box, or circuit breaker. Place the main power switch in the “OFF” position and unscrew the fuse(s) or  

switch ”OFF” the circuit breaker switch(es) that control the power to the fixture or room that you are working on.
- Place the wall switch in the “OFF” position.
CAUTION
- All parts must be used as indicated in these instructions. Do not substitute any parts, leave parts out, or use any parts that are  

worn out or broken. Failure to follow this instruction could invalidate the ETL/CETL listing of this fixture.

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PREPARATION
1. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and remove existing fixture, including the crossbar.
2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts on a clear area. Be careful not to lose any small parts necessary for installation.
3. Remove the screws (D1) and gasket (E1), take out the glass.
4. Remove the fixture screws (F1) from the fixture using allen wrench (G1) provided.

CONNECTING THE WIRES
5. Connect the electrical wires as shown in Fig. 3, making sure that all wire connectors (A1) are secured. If your outlet box has a green or bare 

copper ground wire, connect the fixture’s ground wire to it. Otherwise, connect the fixture’s ground wire directly to the back plate using 
the green screw provided. After wires are connected, tuck them carefully inside the junction box.

MOUNTING THE FIXTURE 
For Switch Box (Fig. 1)
6. Secure mounting plate to the switch box using junction box screws (B1). The side of the mounting plate marked “GND” must face out.

For Junction Box (if necessary) (Fig.2)
7. Secure the mounting ring to the junction box using junction box screws (B1). 

Make sure the two holes (spacing 2 - 3/4”) are in a horizontal direction  
as shown in Fig, 2.

8. Put the mounting plate and the conversion plate onto the mounting ring. 
Make sure the two holes on mounting plate, the two slots on conversation plate  
and the two holes on the mounting ring (spacing 2 - 3/4”) are aligned.  
Fasten them using mounting screws (C1).

9. Place the fixture back over the mounting plate (E1) and secure with screws (F1).
10. Place the glass  onto the fixture top.Secure with screws (D1) and gasket (E1).
