Use Drawing 1 for Reference:

1. Remove fixture from carton and lay
out parts in a clear area.

2. Locate center stem (2) and thread it
into the bottom of the cluster assembly

(B).

Ceiling pan is ready for mounting.
Please follow the instructions on the
back of this sheet. After mounting
please follow the instruction under
Glass installation to complete the
fixture.

Glass installation

1. Prior to glass installatio the candle
sleeves (6) must be slipped over the
sockets (A). After condle sleeve is in
place slip candle chaser (7) onto
candle sleeve (6). Fixture can now be
lamped.

Please note that the maximum
allowed wattage is 60 watts per bulb.

2. Slip glass (3) onto fixture. Now
while holding glass in place, slip
bottom finial (4) over center stem (2).
Now ball knob (5) onto end of stem

(2) and tighten to retain glass. Caution:

Hand tighten only until snug. Over
tightening could cause glass damage.

Fixture is now complete and power
can be restored.

1. Shut current off before starting. If the fixture you are replacing
1s turned on and off by a wall switch, simple turn the switch off.
If not, remove the appropriate fuse or open the circuit breaker Do
Not restore current until the new fixture is completely wired and
in place.

2. Thread 2 long 8-32 (1) screws provided, into the mounting
strap (2). (Note: The 2 screws shoul be threaded inthe gull wing
shaped part of eh mounting strap. With the flat part of the strap
facing up.) Make sure screws are threaded into holes that line up
with the holes in the canopy (3).

32. Attache mounting strap to junction box with 2 short 8-32
screws (5) provided.

4. Make wire connection following wiring instructions below.

5. After making apropriate wire connections. Slip canopy of
fixture over screws (1) and secure fixture with ball knobs (4).

POSITIVE: Black, or with woven plain cloth cover or smooth and unmarked side

of two-conductor cord.

NEGATIVE: White, or with woven cloth cover with tracer, or with ribbed or

printed side of two conductor cord.

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS:

FOR FLUSH-MOUNT FIXTURES: For positive grounding in a 3-wire electrical
system, fasten the system ground to the fixture mounting strap with the green
ground screw. Note: On straps for screw supported fixtures, first install the two

FOR CHAIN HUNG FIXTURES: Loop fixture ground wire under the head of connectors
the ground screw on mounting strap, and connect the loose end of the fixture
ground wire directly to the ground wire of the building system, with appropriately
sized twist-on connectors.

FOR POST - MOUNT FIXTURES: Connect fixture ground to power supply + -

ground with appropriately sized twist-on connector inside post. Cover open end

of connector with silicone sealant fo form a watertight seal.
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
