A. Shut off water supply at the valves.
Remove the old faucet and clean the
mounting surface for installation of the
new faucet.

B. Use the flange for a single hole
installation OR use the included deck
plate to covert a 4 inch centerset hole
pattern to a single hole pattern.

C. Under the sink, slide the washer and
metal washer onto the faucet. Secure
the faucet with the locking nut and
screws to the countertop.

D. Use an adjustable wrench to tighten
the water supply hoses. (IMPORTANT:
Do not overtighten the connections.)
