3. Place rubber gasket (3) on over flow elbow, hold to the
Overflow Elbow (4) —

back of the tub at the overflow opening, and screw in cover
plate (2).

4. Slip joint nuts (5) and Washers (6) onto overflow tube (4)
and waste tube (9).

5. Apply Teflon tape to all three threads on three way tee (7).

6. Slip tee onto both the waste tube (9) and overflow tube (4),
adjust to desired location and tighten slip joint nuts.

7. Thread on drain tube (8) and make the necessary Washer (6)
connection to your drain system. Waste Strainer (11)

8. Fill tub with water, sufficient to cover the overflow cover
plate (2), check for leaks and retighten any connections as
necessary.
