- Do not look directly at lighted bulb.

- Keep materials that burn easily away from lighted bulb.

CLEANING:

Use only soft cloth to dust and clean fixture. Never use

chemicals or abrasive cleaners as it may damage finish.

8.Cut the wire plug off, Feed the fixture wires through the
collar (F),& and Nipple(C) and pull until taut.

9.Connect fixture wire to the wire from junction box with
wire connectors.See paragraph below.

10.Push canopy(G) up against ceiling and secure with
loop collar(H).

For a period of one (1) year after purchase, Hanover Products (“Manufacturer”) will either repair or replace defective components in
accordance with this Limited Warranty.

Sales and use taxes, plus shipping and handling charges are the responsibility of the consumer.

This warranty is between Manufacturer and the original purchaser and is valid only when accompanied by the original purchaser’s
sales receipt showing original date of purchase and location of purchase. Replacements under this warranty revert back to the date of
original purchase for future warranty.
