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Solid Surface Sinks

After applying recommended cleaning products, wipe surfaces clean and rinse completely with water
immediately

Use mild cleaning solution only, Strong, abrasive cleaners are not recommended, and can damage surface.
Do not allow cleaner to soak.

Use a soft, dampened sponge or cloth. Never use an abrasive materials such as a brushed or scouring pad
to clean surface.

Always test your cleaning solution on a inconspicuous area before apply to the entire surface.
