STEP ONE 1

NOTE: There are locking tabs located at the ends of the
horizontal rails. Once inserted and pushed into the routed
holes, they will lock into place.

Lay one of the posts on the ground and insert the bottom
rail and the three vertical spindles as shown aside.
Note that the longer spindle should be in the middle of
the three.

Long Spindle

Insert the seven horizontal spindles as shown aside.
Make sure to weave the spindles as they are being
inserted into the post. Short Spindle

Continue assembly by inserting the top arched rail end
into the post and progressively into each of the vertical
spindles.

Proceed to attach the second post to the trellis assembly
as shown below.

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STEP TWO

Install Screws

Secure the trellis with 16 of the provided screws at the locations shown
below. Ensure the trellis posts and rails are square to each other.

Push the post caps to the posts as illustrated.
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Mounting Into the Ground

Trellises must be well secured in the event of high winds, etc. We
have provided two ground anchoring stakes for securing the trellis
either into the ground or into a concrete footing. Ifyou are
installing your trellis directly to the wall of your home, or on a wood deck
or concrete surface, please see your hardware store for the appropriate
galvanized bracket hardware.

STEP THREE

Install the Ground Anchor Stakes

Insert the ground anchoring stakes into the bottom of the trellis
posts. Secure with screws as shown aside.

STEP FOUR

Install Trellis into Ground

Move the trellis to its final location. When you are satisfied with
the location, mark the positions of the posts, then move the trellis
aside and lay it carefully on it’s side. Excavate the 2 post holes
approximately 15" deep x 6" diameter. Carefully move the trellis
