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A Attention Installer

1. Read these instructions carefully before installation. Inspect sink for damages. Do not
install if the sink is damaged.

2. HERCATE recommends that installation of top-mount sinks be done by a professional
installer.

3. Sink edges may be sharp and can cause accidental injury to installer if not careful.
Wear cut-resistant protective gloves during installation.

4. Templates are only provided as a guide. Place template on sink to ensure the template
will give you the proper cutout for the sink. HERCATE is not responsible for improper sink
or countertop installation. HERCATE is not liable for any damages to sink or
countertop or personal injury during installation.

5. Theinstructions in this guide are for installation on a wood countertop. For installation
on granite, marble or cultured stone countertops ask your fabricator for proper
installation instructions. Remind your fabricator to install the sink in a way that it can be
removed in the future from the countertop if necessary.

6. Observe all local plumbing and building codes.

1. Check the cut-out template against the actual sink to ensure a proper
sized cut-out.
Place the cut-out template in the desired location on the countertop

NOTE: Make sure clearance is suitable for backsplash, faucet, and plumbing for the sink

2. Trace template on countertop with a pencil 3. Cutthe opening in the countertop by
carefully following the traced line

Care and Maintenance

"The Do's"

1. When it comes to maintenance, the best thing you can do is be consistent in your
cleaning. It is preferable to clean a little on a frequent basis than a heavy duty cleaning
once in a while.
2. You should make sure that the sink is always clean and dry when not in use. This is the
best method of preventative maintenance. Keep the sink water spot free and shiny by
rinsing and towel drying after every use.
3. Keep the single clog free to prevent standing water which can lead to mineral deposit
build up.
4. If a mineral build up should occur, use a mixture of vinegar and hot water to remove
the deposit.
5.To clean your sink, use a non abrasive cleaning cloth combined with a mild cleaning
procedure.

* Use a soft cloth and liquid detergent on a mirror finish deck.

* Do Not Use Any Abrasive Materials On Sink Finish

* For tougher stains use a mild abrasive cleaner like Ajax or Comet.
6. Wipe the sink dry after cleaning to discourage any water spotting.
7. Follow the direction of the grain when cleaning or scrubbing away stains. Scrubbing
against the grain will show as a scratch.

"The Don'ts"
1. Avoid using any abrasive steel wood pads as they will leave an iron residue that will
eventually lead to rust and corrosion.
2. Do not leave any steel or cast iron cookware in the sink for a long period of time. This
may also leave iron particles that will corrode the sink
3. Do not leave any cleaning materials such as sponges or rags in the sink for an
extended period of time.
Anything left in the sink can trap moisture which will eventually lead to staining
4. Avoid using any avrasive cleaning materials such as steel wool pads on the polished
finish of the sink, this will lead to scratching.
