Installation of the Wine Cooler

This appliance is designed to be for freestanding installation or built-in (fully recessed). Place
your product on a floor that is strong enough to support it when it is fully loaded. To level the
product, adjust the front leveling legs at the bottom of the unit.

Please locate the product away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stove, heater, radiator,
etc.). Due to direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may increase
electrical consumption. Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause the unit not to
perform properly.

When you use the beverage refrigerator for the first time or restart the beverage refrigerator after
having been shut off for a long time, there could be a few degrees variance between the temperature
you select and the one indicated on the LED readout. This is normal and it is due to the length of the
activation time. Once the wine cellar is running for a few hours everything will be back to normal.

Setting the Temperature

The temperature range of wine cooler(YEG-WD12) is 40°F-65°F(5°C-18°C). The temperature will
increase by 1°C or 1°F if you touch UP once, or the temperature will decrease by 1°C or 1°F if you touch
DOWN once. The unit has two separate temperature zones. The temperature of both zones can be set
between 40°F and 65°F(5°C and 18°C).The LOWER temperature zone is ideal for storing white and red
wine. The UPPER temperature zone is suitable for storing champagne and white wine. The tempera
ture in the lower zone must be set either the same as or higher than the temperature in the upper
zone. For optimal performance, the temperatures in the two zones should differ by at least 4°C.

Cleaning the Wine Cooler

Automatic Defrosting

Turn off the power, unplug the appliance, and
remove all items including shelves. Wash the
inside surfaces with a warm water and baking
soda solution. The solution should be about 2
tablespoons of baking soda to 1 cup of water.
Wash the shelves with a mild detergent solution.
Wring excess water out of the sponge or cloth
when cleaning area of the controls, or any
electrical parts. Wash the outside cabinet with
warm water and mild liquid detergent Rinse well
and wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

¥ NOTE

Please do disconnect the unit during operation
to avoid you exposing yourself to risk of electric
shock or personal injury.

Charcoal Filtration System

The unit defrost automatically. The
evaporator behind the rear wall of the unit
defrosts automatically. The condensate
collects in the drainage channel behind the
rear wall of the unit, and flows through the
drainage hole into the drip tray by the
compressor where it evaporates.

Power Failure

Most power failures are corrected within a
few hours and should not affect the
temperature of your appliance if you
minimize the number of times the door is
opened. If the power is going to be off for a
longer period of time, you need to take the
proper steps to protect your contents.

Your beverage refrigerator is equipped with an active charcoal filtration system to ensure air purity
and to maintain an odour free cabinet for the storage of your wines. The filter is located at the bottom
of the rear panel inside your cellar. Keep in mind, that this filter should be changed every 12 months.

Remove the bottles of wine stored on the two shelves in

front of the filter.

Remove the shelves and set aside to be replaced once you =
have changed the filter

Hold the filter and turn it at 45 degrees in the counter-clock-

wise direction and then pull it out.

Remove the existing filter and replace with a new one.

Put the new filter into the hole and then turn the filter at 45

degrees in clockwise direction.

Energy Saving Tips

The beverage refrigerator should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat
producing appliances, and out of the direct sunlight Ensure that the unit has proper allowances on
all sides for proper ventilation. Never cover any air vents.

Only open the cooler door when necessary. Opening the door frequently will affect internal
temperature.
