1. Measure the distance from the landing floor to the top of the brickmoulding.

2. Cutthe pilaster to 3/16" longer than the top of the brickmoulding. — [}
Note: always trim from the bottom of the pilaster

3. Adhere using premium acrylic construction adhesive and any necessary
fasteners for additional support. " } “

4. Use caulk to seal edges. Use a finger or putty knife to smooth caulk.

5. Once caulk is dry, touch up using a high quality acrylic paint.
Note: If new construction, after installation of the pilasters butt and fit the
manufacturers recommended J-Channel to the sides of the moulding.
