Warning

w.1 - To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, or personal injury, mount fan directly from building structure and/or an outlet box marked acceptable for fan support of 70 Ibs
(31.8 kg) and use the mounting screws provided with the outlet box.

w.2 - To avoid possible electrical shock, before installing or servicing your fan, disconnect the power by turning off the circuit breakers to the outlet box and associated wall
switch location. If you cannot lock the circuit breakers in the off position, securely fasten a prominent warning device, such as a tag, to the service panel.

Ceiling fans work in two directions: downdraft (counterclockwise rotation) and updraft (clockwise rotation). To change
the direction of air flow, turn the fan off and let it come to a complete stop. Unscrew the finial and remove it from the

threaded rod. Remove the finial cap and unscrew the globe keeper while supporting the inner glass with your other hand.

Carefully remove the inner glass. Move the reverse switch to the opposite position. Reinstall the inner glass assembly.

Fan Doesn’t Work

e Make sure power switch is on.
e Pull the pull chain to make sure it is on.

e Push the motor reversing switch firmly left or right to
ensure that it is engaged.

e Check the circuit breaker to ensure the power is
turned on.

e Make sure the blades spin freely.

e Turn off power from the circuit breaker, then loosen
the canopy and check all the connections according
to the wiring diagram.

Troubleshooting

Excessive Wobbling

e Make sure the blades are properly installed on the
blade iron posts.

e Turn the power off, support the fan carefully, and
check that the hanger ball is properly seated.

e Use the provided balancing kit and instructions to
balance the fan.

Noisy Operation

o Make sure the blades are properly installed.

e Check to see if any of the blades are cracked. If so,

transmitters, remote control receivers, or capacitors — used in conjunction with the
motor. Such electronic control items are included in the one-year limited warranty below.

Other — One-Year Limited Warranty

Except as otherwise indicated throughout this warranty, if any part of your Hunter ceiling
fan fails at any time within one year of the date of purchase due to a defect in material
or workmanship, as determined solely by Hunter, Hunter will provide a replacement part
free of charge.”
