c. Thread the fixture wire through the upper rod,
and then secure the upper rod onto the middle
rod using the threaded pipe.

d. Thread the fixture wire through the canopy
cover assembly, and then secure the canopy
cover assembly onto the upper rod using the
threaded pipe.

Note: Length adjustable from 29" to 89".

Use fewer rods if shorter length is desired.

8. Install 4 x 60W max medium base vintage bulbs (included) to
the sockets.

9. Unscrew three set screws from the glass holder. Hold the
socket into the glass shade, thread the three set screws

through each holes of glass shades, and then secure them
into the glass holder.

10. Repeat with the other glass shade.

11.Angled mounting recommended for a vaulted or angled ceiling.
