11. If the steam shower with 3KW/4.5KW/6KW steam generator, the diameters of
wires which are used not less than 2.5squre millimeter/ 4squre millimeter/
6squre millimeter.

12. It is not allowed to use any moisture enhancing machine in the steam shower.

2. Use the same way to install the No.5 side clear panel ,and fix it to the No.2 back panel. lllustrated in the drawing C.

3. Install the bottom rubber to the No.4 fixed door, lllustrated in the drawing A, then cover the Corner Water Proof Rubber to the No.5 side clear
panel, and insert the No.4 fixed door to the Corner Water Proof Rubber, illustrated in the drawing D.

Install the Movable Door.

1. Put the Top Cover on the shower room, and then use a Phillip Screwdriver to fix the Top Cover to the No.1 and No.2 panels with 4x10mm
self-locking screws and Iron block, illustrated in the drawing A1. Then fix the Top Cover to the No.3 door and No.5 side clear panel with
4x10mm self-locking screws and Iron Block, illustrated in the drawing A2.

2. Put the Movable Door on the shower base, and then make one person to hold it on, the other person use a Hexangular Wrench to install
the Movable Door to the No.3 fixed door with hinges and 5x12mm screws. lllustrated in the drawing B.

Note: In case the Movable Door can't close very well, please use a Hexangular Wrench to adjust the hinge, until the Movable Door become

close well. Please adjust the hinge according the drawing B.

. Install the bottom water proof rubber picture C to the bottom of the Movable Door.

. Install the 2pieces Magnetic Strips to the right side of the Movable Door and the left side of the No.4 fixed door.

. Install the Up and Down Hand Shower Bracket: Use a Phillip Screwdriver to install the Up and Down Hand Shower Bracket to the back
panel with 4x16mm screws, 4mm plastic cushion, 6mm plastic cushion and 4mm nuts. lllustrated in the drawing E.

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User's manual for cleaning the steem generator

Using steps: Turn off the power first, and then open the lid of cleanning cup, put the cleaning liquid in the cleanning cup,
after that, cover the lid back. Now turn on the power , start the steam function to make the self-cleaning function work,
later turn off the power, and pipe water away.

For safety, it is strictly prohibited to open the lid of the easy cleaning cup during using. In order to avoid steam gas emits
out and scald users, please shut down all other functions before using the steam generator - cleaning function.

2).0pen the easy cleaning cup

After Making sure all of functions are turned off, find out the cleaning cup according the right picture illustrated,
and rotate the lid of the cleaning cup to the reverse direction, and then take the lid out slightly. (As picture12)

3).put the cleaning liquid

After openning the cleanning cup, use a spoon to take a proper amount of cleaning liquid, such as Citric acid, or
neutral compound cleaning liquid (around 5 ml) to put in the cleaning cup. Note: If the cleaning material is solid, first,
please dissolve it with water to prevent blcoking.Strictly prohibit to use any other acid, alkaline compounds to be pour
ed into the cleanning cup directly( As picture13).

4).Cover the lid

After adding the cleaning liquid, cover the lid back and turn it in clockwise direction to fasten like this can prevent
the steam emitting out to scald users(As picture14).

5).Turn on and start the steam function

After covering the lid, press to turn on the steam generator function, and the system will begin to clean
the steam box automatically.( As picture15)

6).Turn off the power and drain out the waste water

After 5-10 minutes, press the to turn off the steam generator,

then press the , the waste water will be drained out automatically( As picture16).
