INSTALLING LAMP:
1. Usea 12V MR16-G or MR11-G (UV protected & glass covered lamp), 50watt maximum (purchase separately).
2. Align lamp pins with socket holes and gently press in.

INSTALLING CLAMP:

1. Installs on a firm flat surface, such as wood, particleboard, cubicle partition etc. Standard clamp
accommodates surfaces 2" to 2 1/2" wide.

2. Usethe angle adjustment knob on the side to change the angle.

3. Flexible arm allows multiple aiming angles

ACCESSORIES:

Supplied with standard clamp that opens to 2 %2’ wide.
2. Anoptional “DLC-4" clamp opens to 4".

3. Anoptional DLC-P clamp works on 2 1/2" pipe
