Preparation

1. Before beginning installation, make sure all parts are included using the contents diagrams from page 1. If any part is missing
or damaged, do not attempt to assemble, install or operate the product.

2. Estimated assembly time: 30 minutes.

3. Tools required for assembly (not included): Phillips screwdriver, pliers, wire stripper, safety glasses, electrical tape, ladder.

Care and Maintenance

Shut off main power supply before cleaning product or changing light bulbs. To clean, wipe with damp cloth. Do not use abrasive
cleaners or cleaners that contain alcohol.

Assembly Instructions

1. Loosely thread the nipple (AA) and the hex nut (DD)
onto the mounting strap (CC).

2. Attach this assembly to the outlet box using the mounting
screws supplied with the outlet box (not provided). Tighten
securely.

In this step, you will adjust the depth of the nipple in relation
to the canopy depth.

Take the fixture (A) and slip it over the nipple (AA). You will
need to adjust the nipple so at least 1/4" of the threaded
portion is exposed through the canopy hole. This is done by
adjusting the depth of the nipple (AA) on the mounting strap
(CC). When the nipple depth is correctly adjusted, remove
the fixture (A) and tighten the top hex nut (DD) against the
mounting strap (CC).
