Assembly Procedures:

Step 1. Place the cabinet (P1) on a flat, soft surface such as a carpet or cloth to prevent scratching the finish.
a) Take out the box from cabinet , and then take the metal base frame (P2) and shelf (P3) from the box.
b) Attach the metal base (P2) to the bottom of cabinet (P1) as shown below image 1.

(H1)x6 Bolt @5/16"3/4"L Image 1
(H2)x6 Lock Washer 5/16" .
(H3)x6 Flat washer 5/16"

(H4)x1 Allen Wrench 5/16"

Note: The feet of metal base can be
adjusted with adjustable levelers.
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Step 2.
a) Securely tighten all bolts, then turn the assembled cabinet to an upright position.

b) Screw the shelf support pin (H7) to the side panel, then hold the shelf (P3) at an angle and place it on the the

shelf support pin (H7) as shown below image 2.
c) Assembly is complete. Failure to follow these instructions may cause the bolts to misalign during

assembly.
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Step 3. Recommend that you attach the products to a wall as a safety precaution. Please see the other

instructions "Furniture Safety Bracket Tip Resistant".
