PREPARAION
1. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and remove  
 existing fixture, including mounting hardware
2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts   
 on a clear area. Be careful not to lose any small parts  
 necessary for installation. 

MOUNTING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 1)
3. Thread the short stem (K1) onto the fixture top (M1).
4. Choose the stem sections (K2) needed to hang  
 the pendant at desired height.
5. Connect the stem sections (K2) and short stem (K1)  
 to the swivel (J1) on the canopy (I1).
6. Drill holes in the wall aligned with the keyholes located  
 on the mounting back plate (C1). Insert the mounting   
 anchors (BB) into the wall. 

CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig. 2)
7. Connect the transformer (A1) input wires with junction 
 box wires  as shown in Fig. 2.
8. Secure the mounting back plate (C1) to the junction box  
 (F1) using junction box screws (E1) and fasten to the wall 
 using the wood screws (D1). The side of the mounting 
 back plate marked “GND” must face out. 
  *Requires Transformer to be recessed within the  
 junction box!
9. Cut fixture wires leaving at least 6” to make electrical  
 connections.  Connect two red fixture wires to one of  
 transformer output wires. Connect two black fixture wires  
 to other transformer output wire.
 Make sure that all wire connectors (G1) are secured.
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Fixture and junction box ground wires should be connected to 
mounting plate using green screw provided. After wires are  
connected, tuck them carefully inside the junction box.
10. Place the fixture’s canopy (I1) over the mounting back plate 
(C1) and secure with screws (H1).   

COMPLETING THE INSTALLATION (FIG. 3)
11. For sloped-ceiling application, rotate the wire at the top  
 of the stem to ensure luminaire is aiming down (Fig.3).
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
