Insert bar on front bottom frame (P3) and back bottom frame (P4) to the end of front top frame (P1) and back top
frame (P2) as shown below. Tighten all bolts with Allen wrench (H2).

Make sure the bookcase is level and then securely
tighten all bolts with Allen wrench (H2). Attach left side panel (P7) and right side panel (P8) to assembled frame
