Assembly Instructions

1. Preparing for installation, refer to Fig. 2.

A. Disconnect electrical power before installing or servicing any part of this fixture.

B. Remove all parts and parts bags from carton.

C. Note this fixture is suitable for Reversible installation — Top to Bottom.

D. Separate fixture back pan (5), mounting bracket (2) and fixture diffuser (7).

E. Install mounting bracket (2) to junction box (not included) with two #8-32 screws (4).

F.  Temporary mount back pan (5) to the mounting bracket and mark top and bottom holes (9) with pencil. Remove back pan and drill appropriate
size holes for four plastic anchors (11) if used over drywall or small pilot holes if going into wood.

2. Color Temperature (CCT) Adjustment (if desired), refer to Fig.1. Flg.1

A. Inrear of fixture, locate CCT Dip Switches. ° °

B. Adjust two switches to desired color temp as shown at right, choose 3000K, 3500K or 4000K. CCT DI p SWltCh

C. Note: Fixture is preset to 3500K from factory.

All wiring must take place inside junction box. E E

Caution: Make sure power is off at fuse or circuit breaker box. Check power wires for damage or

scrapes. If power supply wires are within three inches of driver use wire suitable for at least 90°C

(194°F). Note: Most dwellings built before 1985 have supply wire rated to 60°C. Consult a qualified ﬂ ﬂ

electrician before installing.

A.  This unit will not operate properly unless connected to a “grounded” electrical circuit. Electrical
shock, overheating, low or no light output, and shortened LED life can result if proper grounding
is not done. Securely attach power source ground wire and fixture copper ground wire to green i ﬂ 5 ﬂ ﬂ Q
ground screw on mounting bracket.

B. Make all wire connections to appropriate wire. Secure with wire nuts (provided).

C. For Non-dimming. Fixture will operate normally w/o a connection to a dimmer. Connect white
fixture lead to white (N) wire from supply power source. Connect black fixture lead to black (L) 3000K 3500K 4000K
wire from supply power source. Make sure to cap gray and purple wires separately to prevent
shorting.

D. For 0-10V dimming. Connect grey wire from the fixture to the dimmer source grey wire. Connect purple wire from the fixture to the dimmer
source purple wire. Connect white fixture lead to white (N) wire from supply power source. Connect black fixture lead to black (L) wire from
supply power source.

E. Do not mix wires. Pull on each wire lead to make sure connections are secure. Make certain no bare wires are exposed outside of wire
connectors.
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4. Fixture back pan mounting.
A.  For STCWO071833LAJD2xx, install fixture back pan (5) to mounting bracket (2) by aligning to two studs (3) then secure with two thumb nuts
(6). For additional support use four wood screws (10) on previously drilled holes or plastic anchors (11).

5. Diffuser installation.
A. Install diffuser (7) to the back pan (5) by aligning side holes then secure with four #8-32 screws (8).

6. For Wet Location Use:
A.  Apply a small amount of silicone (not included) per manufacturer’s instruction around screws (8) and around the diffuser (7) where it contacts
with the surface of the wall on top and two sides, but not on bottom.

7. Restore power at fuse or circuit breaker box.
