· Insert 4 wooden dowels (C) into dowel holes on the
bottom panel (3) and insert 1 wooden dowel into ﻿the 
bottom dowel hole on each side of the front ﻿cross

· Screw 5 cam bolts (A) into pre-threaded holes 
on the left side panel (1). Repeat this for the right 
side panel (2).

· Attach the rear top bar (4), front cross bar (5) and 
bottom panel (3) to the right side panel (2). Insert 5 
cam locks (B) to secure in place.

·  Install faucet and drain according to manufacturer’s

· Position cabinet against wall in desired location, 
be sure desired mounting location aligns with 
existing wood studs.

· Insert screw (F) through the holes in the metal 
bracket (D), then tighten through the drywall into 
the wood stud. Repeat this step for the other 
metal bracket (D) to secure the vanity.
