Drain the water tank and water reservoir before inspecting the casters.

. Turn off, unplug and allow the appliance to cool completely for at least 30 minutes prior to
draining the water tank and water reservoir and storing.

. Always turn off and unplug unit before refilling, draining, cleaning, moving, or when not in
use.

. For indoor use only.
