Important

• LEDs are highly sensitive electronic devices, and must be treated with care. Do not open any factory       
    sealed compartments, and avoid touching the LEDs with your hands or any object.
• Although all our fixtures are equipped with protective devices, LED fixtures are vulnerable to power surges                  
 and supply variations. Do not install LED fixtures on the same circuit as any motors, appliances, or HVAC    
 systems.
• Do not remove or bypass any LED Driver or Transformer that is provided with the fixture, and do not                   
 replace or substitute with another power supply.
• Remote LED Driver or Transformer installation must be done by a licensed electrician and in accordance       
 with local codes. Remote installations should be in an accessible location, as close to the fixture as possible.
• Fixtures must be wired in parallel on independent leads; do not "daisy chain" multiple fixtures together or    
 wire them in series.
• All factory-made splices and connections must remain intact. LED circuits are carefully designed and built,    
 and improper connections may damage the fixture.
• The ends of coaxial pendant cords have been precisely stripped and split at the factory and must not be    
 field cut. Excess cord or cable should be neatly coiled and reserved in the fixture canopy.
• Any mounting hardware is provided for your convenience and should be used with discretion. Always use    
 the appropriate hardware for the mounting surface.
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1. Shut off power to the branch circuit conductor.
2. Install a 12VAC output magnetic transformer (not included) in an accessible 
    location, and run low voltage outdoor power cable (A) (not included) from 
   the transformer to the desired bollard location in accordance with local 
    codes. To avoid excessive voltage drop, you must use power cable with 
    appropriate wire gauge for the distance and load of your system.
3. For Concrete Mounting: Using the provided temporary template, 
    cast the anchor bolts (B) and low voltage outdoor power cable (A) into a 
    concrete footing (C). Arrange the anchor bolts so at least 1/2" of  threaded 
    and no unthreaded length is exposed above the concrete. Arrange the 
    power cable so that it is in the center of the template, with at least 6" of 
    cable exposed above the concrete. Once the concrete has fully cured, 
    remove and discard the template. 
4. For Concrete Mounting: Place mounting plate (D) over the anchor bolts 
    (B) and power cable (A). Secure with mounting nuts (E) and washers (F).
    For Wood Mounting: Place mounting plate (D) over the power cable (A) 
    and secure with lag screws (not included).
5. Make appropriate electrical connections using outdoor wire nuts (G):
        a. Connect one of the power cable (A) conductors to one of the 
            fixture's input conductors.
        b. Connect the other power cable (A) conductor to the fixture's other
            input conductor.
        c. Carefully place the conductors and connections into the post (H).
6. Place the post (H) over the mounting plate (D). Secure with mounting set 
    screws (J) using included Allen wrench (K).
7. Install 12VAC GU5.3 base MR16 LED bulb (L). The bulb must be a thermally 
    protected LED bulb, e.g. Soraa brand, with a max wattage of 7.5W.
8. Install the diffuser assembly (M) by screwing onto post (H).
9. Restore power to the fixture.
