Step 6: Turn the crank handle in the clockwise direction
to open the umbrella canopy, in the opposite direction to
close the canopy. To close the umbrella it must be in the
upright position. Press the light switch to turn on/off the
solar lights.

Reverse the set-up steps 6, 4, 3 to take down the umbrella.

* You must charge batteries before first use.

« Please note that batteries can discharge if they are left unused or uncharged for a long period of time. We recommend
you charge your solar umbrella for at least 8 hours in direct sunlight before the first use. Failure to charge the batteries will
result in premature dimming of the lights in your new solar umbrella.
